2023 BUDGET MESSAGE

Vista Commons Metropolitan District No. 1 is a quasi-municipal corporation organized and
operated pursuant to provisions set forth in the Colorado Special District Act. The District was
formed in May 2020 and was established as part of a “Multiple District Structure” for the Vista
Commons development located in the Town of Johnstown, Colorado. Along with its companion
Districts No. 2, No. 3, and No. 4 (“Finance Districts™), this “Service District” was organized to
provide for the planning, design, acquisition, construction, installation, and financing of Public
Improvements for the use and benefit of all anticipated inhabitants and taxpayers of the Districts.

The District has no employees, and all operations and administrative functions are contracted.

The budget is prepared on the modified accrual basis of accounting, which is consistent with the
basis of accounting used in presenting the District's financial statements.

In preparing the 2023 budget, the following goals are foremost for the District:

e To provide the level of services desired by the constituents of the District in the most
cconomic manner possible.
General Fund
Revenue

The District’s primary source of revenue in 2023 is anticipated note proceeds in the amount of
$150,000. Other sources of revenue include service fees and operating advances of $39,212 and
60,000, respectively.

Expenses

The District's General Fund expenditures consist of formation cost, administrative and operations
costs of $150,000 and $51,124, respectively. Major administrative and operating expenses include
accounting and district management at $13,500 and $16,500, respectively, as well as legal costs of
$12,000.

Fund Balance/Reserves

The District has provided for an emergency reserve fund equal to at least 3% of the fiscal year
spending for 2023, as defined under TABOR.
